It is important for us to be able to document that our TNR (trap, neuter and return) program does help with the pet overpopulation problem in our county. We require $35.00 co-pay per cat regardless of the sex at the time of surgery; there will be an additional $10.00 fee for a rabies shot. These amount of $45.00 should be paid directly to Jury-Duty at the time of receipt for each certificate issued.
